3.9 Report of the debates

The workshop started with the presentation of the slideset mentioned in 3.8. This was followed by a discussion on possible uses of the Eurorec methods. UBIT members are mostly small and medium enterprises that provide IT services and software for resident doctors and smaller healthcare providers in Austria. The discussion was therefore fucisung on the needs and ideas of this group of users.
The national EHR is still in development and we see many discussions about the necessary efforts, possible benefits and its functionality. Most software vendors and users still have no clear idea how the national EHR will integrate into the existing software landscape and how it will effect the medical workflow. 

Having both functionalities described as Eurorec statements would enable a wider audience to identify clear differences between the doctor’s software and the EHR. This might introduce a new perspective into the discussions and help to focus all partners on optimising the interactions of the two.
3.10 Main Suggestions and Conclusions

Agreement is reached that one helpful task is to document the functionality of a software for resident doctors on one side and the functionality of the Austrian national electronic healthcare record “Elektronische Gesundheitsakte (ELGA)” on the other. 

One further suggestion was to work towards a testing event especially for resident doctor’s software. This would be similar to the “Connectathon”, but more available and feasible even for smaller software vendors who cannot afford the cost and time to attend a “Connectathon”. 

The testing event needs to be coordinated with the ELGA project, and also with international projects targeting similar areas (e.g. HITCH).

3.11 Next steps regarding Certification of EHR systems agreed on
Workshop attendees suggest that a cooperative project be started between UBIT and ProRec Austria. 

The goal would be to document the functionality of typical software for resident doctors on one side and the functionality of the Austrian national electronic healthcare record “Elektronische Gesundheitsakte (ELGA)” on the other. 

ProRec Austria will take the lead for the initialisation of this cooperation. The first goal is to assemble a group of interested persons and companies and outline further steps. It may be useful to cooperate with universities and invite interested lecturers and students to contribute. 

A first round of invitations was already started in 2009. Due to a series of high level eHealth events in Austria in late 2009 it was not possible to assemble sufficient workforce to start the project. The intention is to invite a selected group of stakeholders in 2010 to take this further.
